Step 2 — Online Application (takes 30 minutes - cannot be saved)
[J Complete the online scholarship application, supplying all the information requested.

[J Your household annual income, including spouses, parents, and contributing

[J Your requested amount of scholarship for school year 2025-2026 (between $500 -
$5000)
